ÅHygroscopic material: it will expand when moist or wet and retract 
when drying 

ÅDirection of paper: will expand more in one direction than another 

ÅBuckling, if not dried under weight (examples library) 







Preventive conservation 

ÅTemperature 18-20 C  and Humidity (RH) 50-60% 

ÅNo direct light, UV 

ÅProper packaging, acid free or buffered folders 

ÅArchival boxes 

ÅMetal shelving or closed cabinets 

ÅSliding cabinets save space
